Damage to the Church Roof

We have recently suffered some damage to our church roof and stonework. This
includes the loss of some slates and lead flashings. The cost of repairs will run into
several thousand pounds and we are keen to avoid further loss of this kind. We have
been in touch with Mr Vic Smith, Crime Reduction Advisor to Surrey Police and we are
also ensuring that the Englefield Green Village Residents Association (EGVRA) and our
local Neighbourhood Watch Groups are made aware. We shall also be contacting Safer
Runnymede at Runnymede Borough Council to ensure that the church is kept under
CCTV surveillance.

We also need your help please! If you see anyone attempting to gain access to the
church roof please let us know! We have been advised to refresh the "Anti-Climb" paint
that we used for the same purpose some time ago and we shall also be looking at
other security measures. But we are also greatly concerned for the safety of anyone
who may be making unauthorised attempts to climb on to the roof. Your support in
helping us to prevent any further damage and/or personal accident or injury would be
very greatly appreciated. Thank you.

The Organ of St Jude's

A pipe organ has been central to worship at St Jude's ever
since the foundation of the church in 1859. The current
organ is only the third instrument to have been installed;
originally built around 1900 by J.W. Walker & Sons, it has
been in use at St Jude's since 1935, when it was bought
second-hand, and it has proved amazingly reliable.

The organ was given a general cleaning in 1951; at anoth-
er overhaul in 1967, some voicing was probably done, to
improve the sound quality. Then in 1983 the firm of
Nicholson & Co. replaced the pneumatic action with solid
state electronics. By 1996, major work was needed. The
PCC finally decided to have the organ repaired and
enlarged. Between 1998 and 1999, Robin Rust, of Fleet,
Hampshire, gave the organ a major overhaul, cleaning it,
replacing the magnets, patching the bellows and adding
several new stops.

Now, in 2019, although Robin Rust's rebuild has given
twenty years of service, some problems that were left
untouched in 1999 require radical attention. The wind
reservoirs were patched in 1999, as re-leathering was not
considered economical. That patching is now fairly ineffec-
tive, and one or more of the reservoirs will need to be
removed and releathered. Our current tuner and maintain-
er, James Richardson-Jones, of The Duplex Pipe Organ and
Blower Company, estimates a cost of around £5,000 for
this work.

Besides this, a spectacular addition made by Robin Rust in
1999 was a Trumpet solo stop, very useful for ceremonial
and joyful occasions such as church weddings. For almost
two years, this has been unavailable and disabled, as there
are problems with the electronic circuit board that governs
it. We would hope to replace the existing circuit board with
a standardised board. No firm estimate is yet available for
this part of the work, but it is also likely to be several thou-
sand pounds.

In consequence, we are mounting an appeal:

Firstly, to releather the reservoirs, a high priority, if the
organ is to remain reliably available for Sunday services and
for many of its other services — especially weddings and
funerals — at which the local community often calls upon
the church for support;

Secondly, for the restoration to use of the Trumpet stop
which was added in 1999, and which has been unavailable
for the past couple of years.

Our Café continues to thrive and is open Mon—Wed
9am—4pm, Thurs and Fri 9am—5pm, and in school holidays
10am—2pm each weekday. Do sample our delicious "Cake
of the Week" donated each Monday by local suppliers! We
also have rooms available to hire for a variety of celebra-
tions including Birthday and Baptism Parties!
