We remain hugely indebted to our "Knit and Natter" Group which meets in the church

each Saturday afternoon. The Group is also supported by some who can no longer

meet regularly but still help to supply the vast quantities of knitted goods which are

passed on to the Mytchett based charity "Revive 'n Thrive". This charity distributes knit-

ted donations and other goods across the world. The response they receive underlines

the value of their work. The dedicated involvement of this small group at St Jude's is

definitely worthy of celebration!

Trinity Sunday
Pope Gregory IX instituted Trinity
Sunday.This day is known for being the
only major Christian festival that cele-
brates a church doctrine rather than an
event in its sacred history. It is dedicated
to the Christian belief in the Trinity —
Father, Son and Holy Spirit — and falls on
the Sunday following Pentecost each year.
The belief of one God in three elements is
a distinctive of the Christian faith but the
early church was plagued by contrary
views. Trinity Sunday spread throughout
the western church around the 14th cen-
tury.

Pentecost
The Christian holy day of Pentecost, which is celebrated on the
seventh Sunday after Easter, commemorates the descent of
the Holy Spirit upon the Apostles and other followers of Jesus
Christ. 

The account in Acts  reports that Jesus’ followers were gath-
ered together for the Feast of Harvest (aka Pentecost), and
the Holy Spirit “filled the whole house where they were sit-
ting”. “All of them were filled with the Holy Spirit and began to
speak in other tongues as the Spirit enabled them” (Acts 2:4). 

This strange occurrence drew a large crowed, and Peter stood
up to speak to them about repentance and the gospel of
Christ (Acts 2:14). 

By the end of the day that the Holy Spirit came, the Church
grew by 3,000 people (Acts 2:41). This is why Christians still
celebrate Pentecost.
